VMPreis is famous for developing very high
quality architectural design using
contemporary, local architects. Each store
reflects the local culture and flavor.
Located on the border with Italy, this store
won '99 Austrian designer's award.
Enphasis on the clever use of perspective
avoids the customers from being
overwhelmed by merchandise. It starts
with a 15 foot high entrance and worlts
itself to a lower 9 foot rear. Also, the lower
end is dug semi-underground into the
hillside. This illusion draws patrons into
the whole space. MPreis normally prefers
metallic construction material, but with the
local carpenters' co-operation, dynamic
wooden ceiling with 40 foot span was
created at the same cost. The walls and
ceiling were constructed in only 10 days.

There are over 100 M Preis stores in
Austria. None is at spectacular as this
store at the Insbruck Airport. Here, cliff
and city scape provide a dramatic natural
background. The store is only 200 feet
from the main runway. Not to compete
with the scenery the architecture was kept
simple and neutral. Purposely, manmade
materials shch as chip board, concrete,
glass were used for the building. The
space is composed from planes only,
without columns. The store is raised 5 feet
off the ground. Night light brings the store
out as though it is on a pedestal, adding
more drama to the shoppers.
